     While �nance is an industry in itself, as evidenced 
by stock exchanges and other �nancial institutions, it 
is also an integral part of other businesses.  A career in 
�nance will place you in the heart of American business.  
Nationally, Finance graduates receive some of the top 
starting salaries among all business �elds.
     Career areas in �nance are numerous. Opportunities 
exist in risk management, �nancial institutions, investment 
analysis, portfolio management, �nancial planning, 
securities analysis, treasury management, real estate and 
more.
     A greater demand for �nance professionals has resulted 
from the increasing role of corporate managers, a rising 
emphasis on investments, and the growing complexity of 
the international marketplace.
